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The author knows of no country that has carried out such elaborate and costly works of reducing
stream erosion in mountain valleys as has Japan. The Sabo dams are designed primarily to reduce stream

erosion rather than to store water or erosional debris. For this reason, the author would like to propose |

that this type of torrent and mountain stream control be called “Sabo Works”.
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
